2. In exercising their powers to nominate, appoint, re-appoint, elect, re-elect, approve and/or dismiss board members the Articles of Association (Article 56) of the Company require both the Members and the Directors to seek to ensure that the Board is representative of the local community and users of the services offered by the Company and that it comprises persons with a broad range of skills who are likely to contribute to the success of the Company.

3. It is considered that those directors appointed by the Board of Directors since the last AGM (being Cllr Liam Kelly and Mary-Jane Booth), those proposed new directors detailed above and those directors continuing in office or intending to offer themselves for re-election satisfy these criteria by reference to the wide variety of businesses or organisations active in the City of Lincoln which they represent.

FORM OF PROXY
1. As a member of the Company you are entitled to appoint a proxy or proxies to exercise all or any of your rights to attend, speak and vote at a general meeting of the Company. You can only appoint a proxy using the procedures set out in these notes. If the proxy is being appointed in relation to part of your holding only, please enter in the box next to the proxy’s name the number of shares in relation to which they are authorised to act as your proxy. If this box is left blank, they will be authorised in respect of your full voting entitlement. This form of proxy confers authority to demand or join in demanding a poll.
2. Appointment of a proxy does not preclude you from attending the meeting and voting in person. If you have appointed a proxy and attend the meeting in person and vote, your proxy appointment will automatically be terminated.

3. A proxy does not need to be a member of the Company but must attend the meeting to represent you.
